Arrowhead Farm Fee Clarifications:

*Equipment fee covers the donation of the New Entry Kuhn Rototiller & support from Arrowhead tractor operators
** New Entry will provide a metal pesticide storage cabinet with keys, a back pack sprayer & OMRI approved pesticides
*** No cooler use fee but sweat equity construction work coordinated w/Dick Chase will enable use of Arrowhead refrigeration facility

**** Technical Assistance shared w/Dick Chase as primary resource & Eero during his site visits 2 times a month

Extra Fees

· Tractor Services – New Entry will do primary tillage for your fields.  New Entry will charge $45 per hour to use their tractor for extra work to:

· lay plastic 
· make raised beds
· mow your field

· remove mulch 
· Trash Disposal – New Entry will charge you for any trash in your field. You will need to plan what you will do with your trash (including drip tape and black plastic) before planting in your field. Please talk with New Entry staff to learn about your options for cleaning up all of your trash, so you will not have to be charged more money.
You must pay New Entry within one week of these billed services.  

Also, you can call someone else and ask them to do the tractor work for you.  Other people may charge a different rate than New Entry. 
What You Can Expect From Us

Land Services 

After you pay your land fee, New Entry will:

· plow your field in the spring and fall

· help to prepare your soil with pH and selected field scale fertility applications

· provide sanitary facilities

· provide access to water for your crops to the best of their ability. New Entry is not responsible for water emergencies outside the scope of due diligence. 
· provide insurance for general farm liability

· plant winter cover crop seed in your field in the fall to protect it for the winter: If New Entry can not get equipment into your field by the time we’re seeding cover in mid/late October- it is your responsibility to undersow cover crop seed and rake it in

Equipment [equipment resources are limited at Arrowhead Farm]
You must follow all Equipment Use Guidelines.  If you pay the Equipment Fee, New Entry will let you: 

· borrow their rototiller and attachments
· use their flame weeder

· use their backpack sprayers 

· use their hand tools

· use their wheelbarrows.

If you borrow the rototiller or other equipment, you will need to pay for the:

· Fuel (regular and 2 cycle)
· Oil changes

· Weed trimmer string

· Any repairs due to misuse

Pesticides

Farmers must follow all Pesticide Safety and Pest Management Guidelines.  If you pay the Pesticide Fee, New Entry will let you use the pesticides which they have purchased for your use.

Cooler

Farmers must follow the Cooler Use Guidelines.  If you pay the Cooler Fee, New Entry will let you use the Smith Field cooler to store your crops at any time.
